business involving voting by Australian ballot, said voting by Australian ballot to begin at 7 AM and
close at 7PM.

Pet Waste
Pet waste contains harmful bacteria. Pick up after your pet and deposit it in the trash or
flush it down a toilet.

Toxic Chemicals

Many household products (like paint, cleaners and yard maintenance products) contain
toxic materials. Use them as directed or dispose of them properly through the Chittenden
County Solid Waste District.

Fertilizers
Test soil before you fertilize. Your local garden center or UVM can help you save money
and protect the environment.

Yard Waste
Compost yard waste at home or take it to a CSWD drop-off center for processing.

Car Washing
Wash your car on the lawn where soil microbes can treat the wash water.

Storm Drains
Storm drains are for rain. These drains flow to rivers and streams without any treatment.
Never dump or wash anything down a storm drain.
