The Old Colchester Road Pump 
Station has several major 
deficiencies that are in need of 
repair. These include: 
 

• Limited wet well size and 
operating volume 

• Frequent pump plugging due to 
a lack of influent 
screening/grinder 

• Limited size of steel dry pit 
makes interior modifications 
difficult 

• Original pumps  
• No on-site standby power 
• No exterior isolation valve on 

forcemain 
The refurbishment details for the 
high school pump station would 
include: 

 New influent channel with 
sewage grinder and wet well  

 New dry pit with at-grade 
building containing 2 vertical 
centrifugal pumps  

 Duplex control panel with 
variable frequency drives and 
telemetry 

 On-site standby generator 
 

The Project will also include funding for 
remote monitoring/telemetry at 
Cascade Street, River Street, and Maple 
Street
